Major Paul Yenter earned his Bachelor of Science Degree in Nursing from the University 

of Wisconsin-Milwaukee in Milwaukee, Wisconsin in 1993. He has his Master Degree in 

Disaster Management from Touro University. He graduated from Squadron Officer 

School in 2000 and has completed Air Command and Staff College by correspondence. 

 

After completing the Army Officer Basic Course for medical officers at Ft. Sam Houston, 

Texas in October 1993, Major Yenter was assigned as a Staff Nurse in the Intensive Care 

Unit at Raymond W. Bliss Army Community Hospital. In November 1994 he was 

reassigned as the Officer in Charge of the Post Anesthesia Care Unit. In August of 1995 

he was reassigned as the Officer in Charge of the Community Care Clinic. While at Ft. 

Huachuca Army Base, Major Yenter was selected to represent the base in Washington 

DC with the Chief of the Nurse corps as a future leader of the Army Nurse Corp. He 

routinely floated to the Emergency department to alleviate staffing shortages.  He was 

also recognized as the Nurse corps officer of the year for Raymond W. Bliss Army 

Community Hospital for 1996. 

 

In January 1997 he branch transferred to the United States Air Force and was assigned to 

the 82nd Medical Group, Sheppard Air Force Base, Wichita Falls, Texas. While at 

Sheppard Major Yenter was the Nurse manager of the Family practice clinic from January 

1997 until March 1998. In March 1998 he was assigned as the Nurse manger of the 

Student Health Center until May of 1999. While assigned the 82 MDG Major Yenter was 

part of the team that developed and opened the Student Health Center, the team was 

recognized with the Air Education and Training Command Chief of Staff team excellence 

award in 1999. Major Yenter was also an accomplished Advanced Cardiac Life Support 

(ACLS) Instructor teaching not only in the medical group but also taught the first ACLS 

class to students in the Independent Duty Medical Technician Course at the 82nd 

Training Groups school house. 

 

Major Yenter was assigned to the 48th Medical Group, Royal Air Force Base Lakenheath, 

and England in May 1999 as the assistant Nurse Manager of the Family Practice Clinic. 

In June 2000 he became the nurse manager of the Family Practice Clinic. During this time 

Major Yenter was the first nurse to attend Primary Care Optimization (PCO) Training in 

Leesburg, VA.  Major Yenter stood up the first PCO team at Lakenheath, managing an 

average of over 52 patients a day. Major Yenter also ran the tuberculosis clinic seeing on 

average 22 patients a week monitoring lab results and medication compliance with no 

major complications. As director of the Primary Health Assessment program, Major 

Yenter maintained at greater than 95% completion rate that was the highest in USAFE. 

 

In July 2001 he was assigned to the 7th Medical Group, Dyess Air Force Base, Abilene 

Texas as the director of the Health and Wellness Center. Major Yenter over saw a fitness-

testing program that ranked #1 in Air Combat Command for 2 straight years. He was the 

primary diabetes educator for the hospital, ran the hospital mock code program, and was 

chairmen of the base wide Health Promotions Working Group. He also continued to teach 



 

 

ACLS, as the only qualified instructor at Dyess, he partnered with a community hospital 

and ensured 100% completion of ACLS for all providers and nurses at Dyess.  Major 

Yenter won the Company Grade officer of the quarter for the Wing/Base in March-May 

2003. 

 

Following his assignment at Dyess Air Force Base Major Yenter was assigned to the 43d 

Aeromedical Evacuation Squadron at Pope Air Force Base, North Carolina. He was 

assigned as the Officer in Charge of Scheduling.  He  served as a Flight Nurse and the 

Operations Flight Commander. As a Flight Nurse Major Yenter is responsible to lead a 

crew of 7 Aeromedical Evacuation crewmembers to provide comprehensive in-flight care 

to combat casualties. As the Operations Flight Commander, he leads 15 personnel in 2 

elements and provides oversight of the launch of all missions and the scheduling of all 

mission ready training for a Squadron of 136 personnel.  Major Yenter deployed as a 

Medical Crew Director in August 2004 to the 791 Expeditionary Aeromedical Evacuation 

Squadron Ramstein Air Base, Germany. He also served as Chief Nurse 791st from 

December 2004 to February 2005. In July 2005 he was leader of the first AE team to 

assist in the transport of a detainee from Guantanaqmo Bay, Cuba back to there home 

countries. 

             Major Yenter served as the officer in charge of all AE Flt line operations at Joint 

Task Force Katrina, overseeing the largest peace time aerovac in history, transporting 

over 2,9000 civilians out of New Orleans in the wake of Hurricane Katrina in under 96 

hours. 

             Major Yenter has also deployed to Balad AFB, Iraqi where he was the medical 

crew director of an AE team that flew 20 combat missions on C-130 and C-17 aircraft. 

 

Major Yenter is Flight Nurse with over 129 combat hours and over 400 flying hours total 

His military awards include the Meritorious Service Medal Air Medal, Aieral 

Achievement Medal with Oak Leaf Cluster the Air Force Commendation Medal with 2 

oak leaf clusters and the Army Commendation Medal, the Air Force Achievement medal, 

the Army Achievement Medal with oak leaf cluster Iraqi Campaign Ribbon with two 

campaign stars, and the global war on terrorism Expeditionary Medal. 

Major Yenter was the AF Field grade Flt Nurse of the Year in 2006, and the Ft. Huachuca 

Nurse of the year in 1996, the 2007 AETC Chief of Staff  Team excellence award, and 

the 2005 ATA association Special mission award,
